Athanasia asks the examiner a question towards the end of this phase and checks
her understanding of reality TV shows by giving an explanation of what they are.
Unfortunately, Athanasia does not make the most of the opportunity to show a good range of
the structures of the level. Intially her intonation causes a few problems but this isappears as
the phase progresses. Generally, the interaction flows smoothly and her contributions are
effective, comprehensible, appropriate and adequately fulflthe task.

Interactive task - B

In this phase Athanasia interacts very well with the examiner. She asks relevant questions.
‘matehing her questions closely to what the examiner has ust said. She expresses her feelings
‘and emotions, showing sympathy e.g. What a pity". Her intonation also conveys her interest in
what the examiner is saying. Athanasia covers a good range of the functional language listed
for the levet,feelings and emotions, asking for further information, speculating about the
future and making suggestions e.g. ‘You must support her..she needs 3 friend’. Overal the
interaction flows wel and her contributions adequately fulfithe task.

Portfolio discussion and conversation - C
Key area for improvement - Communication skils

In this phase Athanasia does not take much responsitilty for maintairing the interaction with
the examiner, nor does she ask a question about the portfolio, lthough she responds well and
gives quite full answers to the examiner's questions about the portfolio. In the second part of
the conversation her answers are vague and not closely related to the question. Her
‘grammatical inaccuracies are quite noticeable and there are many basic errors with for
‘example the 3% person sinqular. Athanaisa misses the opporturity to use a range of past
tenses and ‘used to’ when comparing her e with that of her grandparents. There are only
isolated examples of the language items of the level. Overall her performance partially fulfls
the task.

Any
inaccuracies which occur rarely impede the overall communication of meaning. The
interaction proceeds smoothly, wih the candidate contributing promptly and fluently.

“The candidate’s contributions are generally effective, comprehensile, appropriate
‘and adequately fulfithe task. There is good coverage of the communicative skils,
functions and language items of the grade/level. There is evidence of a good level
of accuracy and appropriacy in the use of the language tems although this may not
be maintained throughout the phase. Inaccuracies do occur and at times they may
affect the communication of meaning. The interaction generally progresses well but
the flow may be affected by some hesitancy.

“The candidate’s contributions are moderately effective, comprehensble and
‘appropriate and partially fulfl the task. There is coverage of the communicative
Skils functions and language items of the grade/level although this may be
characterised by the provision of only isolated samples. There is some control over
the accuracy and appropriacy of the use of the language items of the grade/level.
Inaccuracies can affect the communication of meaning and require remedial action.
“The flow of the nteraction may be halted by hesitancy, requests for repetition or
‘pauses while searching for language. The candidate may need some support.

e candidate’s contriutions are very limited, lack comprehensibiity and appropriacy.
and, although there i some attempt at the task,this s not fulfiled even with support.
“There s very litle evidence of coverage of the communicative sk, functions and
language items of the gradellevel. Inaccuracies and inappropriacies are highly evident
‘and cause communication breakdown. Lack of understanding and severe hesitation
impede communication and prevent the interaction from proceeding as required..
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
